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Roses make the perfect buttonhole, but other suitable flower types include spray rose, freesia, scabiosa,       

orchids, seasonal berry (hypericum, snowberry and viburnham), calla lily, and delicate bouvardia.

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Bouquets come in all shapes, sizes, colours and styles. Classic hand tied, over the arm, and traditional tear 

drop -  the choices are endless. Be comfortable with your bouquet, you hold it for most of the day! If your dress 
is very detailed, keep it classic and uncomplicated to compliment the dress.

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Entrance and tall floor standing designs make a real difference at a wedding, especially if the reception is held 

in a venue or private house, as opposed to a church. Bay trees make a wonderful entrance piece, filled with 
flowers in your choice of colours, as do staircase decoration -  these are truly beautiful and are a real talking 

point in a private house. Even the dog can be flowered!  

Entrance designs  
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Table centrepieces can be low for guests to enjoy during the wedding breakfast, and they are great for guests 

to take at the end of the reception as gifts. Choose from a large range of different containers, from silver fish 
bowls, clear square vases, to large elegant silver punch bowls. Mirror plates add extra dimension and cleverly 

reflect the flowers making the design look bigger than it is.

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Tall table centrepieces can really transform a venue. These are great for bare spaces and white marquee interi-

ors. Glass vases can be filled with cellophane to give a sparkly crackle interior, or left clear with a fall of foliage 
and flowers to soften the design.

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Table top candelabra make wonderful and elegant centrepieces. They create extra light and when filled with 

flowers look really beautiful. They create a real wow factor when walking into the venue -  silver is perfect for 
elegant settings, or black iron for a touch of rustic.

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Floor standing candelabra make great alternatives to the traditional pedestal, and again can transform the 

room when lit as the light fades.

Chair  backs and pew ends are similar in design. Popular civil ceremonies now have chair backs to make an 

aisle at their chosen venue. They can make a real difference to the ceremony. They can be tied swags of flow-
ers, simple ribbons, through to fully decorated chairs with a mass of flowers.

Cake flowers can make all the difference to plain cakes. They can be classically placed on the top tier, or filled 

in -between each tier. The colour of the flowers can vary on reception flower shades to the bridal bouquet    
flowers.  
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Church flowers are important for a traditional church. Remember to keep shades light if the church is dark in-

side. Use candles on windows to lighten the room, and large arrangements to make a real focal point. Pew ends 
make the perfect aisle, font arrangements can be a real focal point, and decorated columns can be seen by all.

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If the head table is not a round design similar to the other guests tables, a longer style arrangement is better 

for a traditional top table shape, and can also be used again in civil ceremonies for the registrar table during 
the ceremony. If this is to be done, lengthen the design with extra foliage and frosted tlights.
